Of course, my father saw the drawbacks of

the later-period Soviet gerontocracy, hoary prejudices of the party Big Cheese, and their sometimes

criminal policy, but he believed that all of this could be remedied.

The downfall of the Soviet Union meant that public adoration of Gorbachev changed to a public
disappointment, and for some people even to a strong revulsion. My mother backed the Yeltsin
regime. My father did not trust it. But he never supported the new post-Soviet communists.

relatives and family friends (mostly ‘

scientists and journalists) were well-
to-do not so long ago, the elite, but
after this they were paid peanuts,
places where they worked (research
centres, educational institutions, old
newspapers and magazines) were
closing down one after the other.
This was accompanied by the

spread of different cults and new
religious beliefs — White
Brotherhood, Scientologists,
psychics and other parapsychologists.
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Now | understand the reasons for the upsurge of the most hideous and immoral religious cults. On
the one hand, it was a result of mass bewilderment and fear of the new world realities, on the other,
it was the downside of recovery of religious life in Russia, the termination of political persecution
of the church. Still I cannot help but wonder if it was it not due to the upsurge of these cults that |
became firmly interested in religion and ended up studying religiology?

Suddenly a war flared up in the Caucasus. I distinctly remember how crime started to flourish in
Moscow. There were constant reports about car explosions, assassination attempts, financial

— pyramids. As a matter of fact my family got
caught up in one of these pyramids; despite
of my mwelitkhoerrcdutson. Family
dollars (which somehow became the basic
currency in this country) were invested in a
bank which went bust, and we lost the
money. Once again now | understand that it
was the urge for activity of any kind that
made people get involved in risky financial
pyramids was the downside of the open
market that unexpectedly emerged in what
used to be the USSR.

My parents had different views on what was

happening. My mother saw all the | reiomaT | ¥ }@%

shortcomings of the new political regime, but
she kept hoping that eventually things will
get better. She was happy that it became
possible to travel abroad, get truthful news
from mass media, and that no one had to
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listen to the propaganda spiel any more. It was her hope that as time passed freedom would increase
and people would get used to it. Meanwhile my father was not so optimistic. Although he enjoyed
the new opportunities as well as my mother (he was happy that now he could write whatever he
wanted in his newspaper, and can buy a book by Solzhenitsyn, formerly banned), he saw a number
of serious disadvantages of our new world. He saw that research to which he had devoted his life
was in a sorry state. In his opinion the government's unreasonable economic policy led the country
into chaos and disaster, increased social inequality.

(1t should be noted that further events proved them both wrong. With Vladimir Putin in charge of
the country the freedoms were seriously diminished, censorship came back — at least on the
television. But none of the long awaited improvements came to be. However, this is another story.)

| confess that it was not easy for me to witness all these disputes — sometimes very hot indeed. My
nearest and dearest ones were arguing, and | had to take the side of one of them. Both of my parents
had their own arguments, and most of them seemed reasonable.

compared to Buridan's ass. | could not sympathize with the communists, for there was a terrible
spectreof Stalin’s regi me wahodtad®en gokticabpasonersffloatmgy r el a't
behind their backs. But | could not agree with the liberals wholeheartedly either. | respected their



perfectionist views but saw what they did to the country when they came to power. I could not

possibly become an atheist (with too high a concentration of the religious around me), but I could
not join any confession. Obviously | could not join a sect, but even the Russian Orthodox Church
soiled itself in the '90s with a variety of tobacco and liqueur scandals, abusing its tax exemption |
certainly no longer belonged to the Soviet tradition, but I was not a man of Western culture either.

This in-between position is not unique for me alone. All of the young people of my generation have
experienced more or less the same. This could not but have led to an appalling political apathy of
my peers. For example, | was one of the few people in my circle who voted in the last elections.
Most of my friends simply ignored that event. Those few who managed to retain some political zest
started searching for solutions in the most radical ideas like nationalism (another dreadful creation
of the '90s) or anarchism.

questions are important because | am convinced that not only my generation, but Russia itself

would come to a dead end if we cannot answer them. Answers to those questions will create a

national (better still, countrywide for the multinational Russia) identity that could serve as the

ground basis for the country that would not be a worse copy of USSR or a bad parody of Western

countries. With that we could build a country that would play a new role on the political arena and

would not repeat old mistakes, which led to Cold War.
